Easter Eggs

Adapted from Doris Davie’s eggs,
pictured at left. Original instructions
from Nellie Rodenberger.

Materials needed:

e Styrofoam egg-shaped ball (goose egg size)

e Fabric scraps (each row of fabric is cut from a different color), cut into 2 %4” squares
* Long flat-headed pins

First row:

Fold squares in half and then into triangles by folding outside corners of folded edge
down to meet raw edges. Fold this shape in half again (making a tiny triangle) and
crease, in order to find exact center of your square. Four of these are needed for row one.
Open the folded piece temporarily and insert a pin through the exact center of your
square and into the top of your egg. Refold to the “first triangle” stage (this hides your
pin). Pin on all four pieces to make a row around the top center of your egg.

Second row:
Drop down Y2 inch from top of egg (so rows overlap) and place eight triangles around
your egg. One triangle should fall in the center of a triangle from the row above, and the

next should fall in-between triangles from the above row.

Third row:

Drop down another %2 inch. Pin on eight more triangles, pinned in the center of the trian-

gles of the row above.

Fourth row:

Repeat third row (eight triangles pinned in centers of row above). You should be half-
way down the egg by now.

Turn egg over and, starting at the bottom of your egg, repeat the above steps.

Cover the middle of the egg with 5/8”-wide ribbon, or use lace and a narrower ribbon.
Glue these in place or tie them on.
